Installing a profile into a BestCOLOR RIP

Profile selection

After selecting or downloading the Profile Folder for the Media, RIP and Printer combination that’s required, the profile and associated linearization file found within the profile folder need to be copied to the correct location in the RIP. Please remember that the profile selected must be matched to the RIP that you are using. The linearization file that is provided with the profile is dependent upon the RIP.

The RIP must have the correct printer-driver required for the profile, the driver must first be set-up and functioning correctly. The RIP provider should be contacted for further details.

Installation

Installing the Linearization File (e.g. BaseLin_60000.bpl) and the Profile (e.g. H600000_HP5K_Dye_600.icc) into the BestCOLOR RIP.
1) First search to the drive that the RIP has been installed on (e.g. C:\BestXXL), double click to open the BestXXL folder. 

2) Search to and open the ICC Profile folder, now the Profile Folder selected from our range can  be cut and pasted into this folder. The Profile Folder can be copied into any folder within the ICC Profile folder, a new folder can be created if required.

3) The installation is now complete and the BestCOLOR RIP can now be opened to activate the profile. 

Activating the Profile

1) From the main screen of the best RIP, select the Settings menu from the top menu bar and choose Profiles / Base Linearizations from the drop-down menu, the Profile and Base liearization search folder will now open.
2) All new profiles and linearization files will be located within the ICC Profile folder once the Find Now button is pressed. 
3) The General Window can also be opened from the Settings menu. This window should be used to set-up the connection to the printer (refer to the BestCOLOR manual for details).
4) Once the printer is active, right click the Job Folder in the current Queue and select Job Settings.
5) The Job Settings window will now open displaying the Color Management Tab. Select the Uncalibrated setting from the CMM Dataset menu and press the Settings Button.
6) The CMM Dataset window will now open, press the New button and type in a name for the dataset (any name can be used in this field).
7) The resolution and ink type must now be selected, please note that these selections must match the profile selected (see table below for details).
8) The media identification for the new profile can now be selected from the Paper dropdown menu (see table below for details).
9) Finally the Reference Profiles and Render Intent files can be set as preferred. See BestCOLOR manual for details.
The Profile is now installed and ready to use.

Please note that the Profile names and CMM Dataset Paper ID can simply be changed if required.

Changing the CMM Dataset ID

1) Open the Profile Keeper from the BestCOLOR RIP folder and select the drop down menu for the Paper Profile.

2) Search to the Profile folder to be changed, highlight and press Open.

3) Once open the Paper type entry can be adjusted to suit requirements.

4) Press the Save button and rename the profile.

Renaming a Profile only

1) Simply right click the profile in the Profile folder and select Rename. Now the a new name can be entered.

Please note that any file that is to be renamed must not be set as Read-only in the file Properties Attributes.

To check this, simply right click on the file and select Properties. The Attributes can be found at the bottom of the window, ensure that the Read-only box is empty.
