Installing a profile into an Onyx RIP Series 5 and 6 

· Profile selection

After selecting or downloading the Profile Folder for the Media, RIP and Printer combination that’s required, the profile file found within the profile folder must be imported to the correct location in the RIP. Please note that the profile selected must match the RIP that you are using. The Profile OML file is only suitable for the Onyx RIP software.

The RIP must have the correct printer-driver required for the profile, the driver must first be set-up and functioning correctly.  Refer to the users guide for details.

· Importing

Importing the Profile OML (xxxxx.oml)  file into the RIP

1) Open the RIP software to the RIP-Queue page and select the correct printer from the printer list. 

2) Press the Media Manager button at the top of the page.

3) A window will open for the selected printer, select the ALL Profiles tab.

4) From the top menu bar select the Media menu and choose Import. The Import Media window will open, set the Files of type: menu to Media Library Files. Now search to the location of the Profile OML file, select the file and press Open. 

5) Tick the required media in the new media window and press Import. The profile is now installed. 

6) Close the Media Manager window and return to the RIP-Queue.

· Creating a Quick Set

Once the profile has been installed a Quick Set is required to use the profile correctly. The Quick Set can be used to set the paper size as well as managing the colour management workflow.

1) To create a new Quick Set press the Configure Printer button at the top of the RIP-Queue page. A box will open and inform you that this action will shutdown the Onyx server and should be confirmed only if the RIP is currently not printing.

2) Select the Quick Sets tab in the Configure Printer window and press New.

3) Give the printer a name related to the media. The name is for your identification only.

4) Uncheck the Get Media and Page Size from Printer box and select the correct Media Configuration Name and Media Name. Select the correct DPI in the resolution menu. (The correct resolution must be selected or the profile will not work correctly!)

5) Select the Colour Management settings as required.

6) Press OK and return to the RIP-Queue. The profile and Quick Set is now ready to be used.
