Installing a profile into a Shiraz RIP

· Profile selection

After selecting or downloading the Profile Folder for the Media, RIP and Printer combination that’s required, the profile and associated linearization file found within the profile folder must be copied to the correct location in the RIP. Please note that the profile selected must match the RIP that you are using, both the profile and the linearization file are dependent upon the RIP to work correctly.

The RIP must have the correct printer-driver required for the profile, the driver must first be set-up and functioning correctly. Contact Shiraz for further details. ramin@shiraz-rip.com
· Installation

Installing the Linearization File (XXX.Scp files) and the ICC Profile (XXX.icc)

1) First search to the drive that the RIP has been installed on (e.g. C:\Shiraz), double click to open the Shiraz folder. 

2) Search down the list within the folder until you reach the ICC Profile folder.

3) Double click to open this folder and continue to move through the folders to the printer related to this profile (e.g. C:\Shiraz\ICCProfiles\HP\HP5000). The ICC Profile and Linearization file downloaded can now be copied and pasted into this folder.

· Activating the Profile

1) Once the profile has been correctly copied to the RIP the Shiraz software can be executed to activate the new profile. If the software is currently running it must be restarted before the new profile can be selected.

2) The related printer driver must be set-up within the RIP before using the profile (see the Shiraz manual for details on setting-up a new printer).

3) Open the Process Page and select the Color Tab, the profile ID can now be selected from the Paper Profile drop down menu.

· Renaming a Profile and Linearization file
Please note that any file that is to be renamed must not be set as Read-only in the file Properties Attributes.
To check this, simply right click on the file and select Properties. The Attributes can be found at the bottom of the window, ensure that the Read-only box is empty.

1) The Profile and Linearization file must be installed into the RIP before renaming.

2) Open the folder that contains the Profile, right click the required profile and select Rename, a new name can now be entered. Do not change the Linearization file at this point.

3) Start the Shiraz  RIP and set-up the printer that requires the profile, then open the Process window.

4) Select the Color tab and select the current Linearization name in the Paper Profile drop down menu.

5) Press the Edit button, a new ID can be entered into the Profile Table Name. The renamed Profile must now be selected in the Printer area of the Output ICC Profile for the Illustration and Image. Press OK to rename Linearization.

6) The new linearization file will now be found in the same folder as the old file.

Each profile must be distributed with the relating linearization profile.
